The 2006 blend combines the deep black fruit of Oakville with the 

complexity and nuance of the vineyards on the Flora Springs Estate in 

Rutherford and St. Helena. The personality of each vineyard, coupled with 

our rigorous barrel-aging program, has produced an exceptional Cabernet 

for you to open over a holiday feast or cellar and enjoy on your own, without 

the in-laws!

We have found there is no single spell to making great Merlot, however the 

combination of vineyard site, meticulous farming methods, and specialized clone 

and rootstock selection allows us to craft a Merlot of great complexity and depth. 

Flora Springs uses Merlot from the Flora Springs Estate in Rutherford and St. 

Helena, Crossroads Ranch in Oakville, and Cypress Ranch in Pope Valley to make 

this Napa Valley bottling.  Although we do feel our Merlot vineyards have a bit of 

magic in them, the real trick is how quickly our Napa Valley Merlot disappears!

The boundary between the St. Helena and Rutherford appellations runs 

through the middle of the Flora Springs Winery estate - along the creek 

on the valley floor and up through the hillside of the renown Rutherford 

Bench at the base of the Mayacamas. This gives the winery the opportunity 

to produce two appellation-specific wines from the same estate. This St. 

Helena Rennie Reserve Cabernet – 

named for the founders of our historic 

winery site in 1885 – is made from 

Block C on the valley floor, at the 

southern-most edge of the St. Helena 

appellation.

Historically the fruit hand picked 

from Block C has been used as an integral 

component of Trilogy, however in 1997, the 

Komes and Garvey families selected this 

lot to serve as our 20th Anniversary wine. 

Unanimously celebrated, the Wine Spectator 

placed it on the cover of their 1997 Cabernet 

Issue, representing one of the great vintages 

in Napa Valley history. Five years later this 

same vineyard produced our 25th Anniversary 

wine, which was again lauded by the wine 

pundits. Rather than wait every five years to 

revel in the magnificence of this vineyard site, 

we have decided to enjoy it each and every 

vintage!
