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One of the great things about a wine library is 
that it can serve as a memory jogger, kind of 

like thumbing through a scrapbook or journal. 
When I open a bottle of wine from my cellar, 
I’m immediately taken back to the vintage, 

thinking about the growing year and harvest 
when it was made. Sometimes the exact taste 

of the berries just prior to harvest comes 
jolting back to me. The 2017 Out of Sight 

Cabernet in your shipment is an extremely 
memorable library wine for me. As you might 

recall, 2017 was the year a series of fires began 
on October 8th and burned for three weeks 

around Napa and Sonoma. It was a traumatic 
harvest and a scary reminder of how fragile we 
are in Napa Valley, how easily our livelihoods 

and homes can – literally – go up in smoke. But 
2017 had a silver lining: as a warm growing 

year, our fruit came in relatively early, and was 
picked before the fires took hold. For that 

reason, when I taste a 2017 vintage wine, I’m 
reminded there is always something to be 

thankful for. In 2017, I was grateful for the first 
responders and the well-being of my 

employees, and for the wine we were able to 
make and share with you in this shipment. I 
hope you’ll enjoy a fond memory or create a 

new one as you sip on this wine.

Planted on an oak-laden hillside between the Napa Valley 
AVAs of Oak Knoll and Coombsville, our Out of Sight 
Vineyard o� the Silverado Trail is easily missed, hence its 
name. When we purchased the property in the late 1980s, 
the site’s gravelly soils and northwest exposure signaled 
great potential, but the tangled head-pruned vines also 
suggested years of neglect. After completely re-developing 
the property, however, our organically-farmed Out of Sight 
vineyard is today one of our most treasured fruit sources. 

With a core of mouth-filling blue and deep red fruit flavors, 
including dark cherry, boysenberry and warm cassis, our 
2017 Out of Sight Cabernet reveals fresh notes of underbrush 
and just-picked herbs along with allspice and cedar. This is a 
medium to full-bodied wine, sleek and classic yet with a firm, 
chewy texture and bold tannins. It would be a fine match 
with crispy roast chicken, wild mushroom risotto, oily fish 
such as salmon or trout, and hard, aged cheeses.
